Just sit and ponder it and develop 
your own answer to this question.

I believe that if you take the time to seriously 
answer this question, your Easter experience 
will be refreshing and far different from Easters 
in the past.

We Christians can get in the routine of doing the 
same things over and over again. We celebrate 
our Christian holidays but do these celebrations 
make any real difference in our lives?

I hope and pray that this Easter will be different 
for you and for me!

Psalm 23:4
