A note from the Pastor - April 11, 2025

"As they were untying the colt, its
owners asked them, “Why are you
untying the colt?” They said, “The
Lord needs it.” Then they brought it
to Jesus, and after throwing their
cloaks on the colt, they set Jesus
onit." Luke 19:33-35

Sometimes, we talk about faith
practices as aspirational. "l will pray
more when | have more

time." "When | have children, | will
go to Sunday School." "As soon as
things quiet down, | will..." That
which has not been a part of ur
practice, we hope it may in the
future. As we enter this Holy Week,
we acknowledge that we do not
need to wait for the perfect moment
to follow Jesus more fully. Right
now is good enough. Now is the
future that you have been waiting
for. You are the one that you have
been waiting for.

It occurs to me that we only hear one portion of the disciples' conversation with the donkey
owner. All we hear is the owner's initial question and the disciples' response as instructed. We
may surmise that the owner was open to this arrangement. It is possible that the owner had other
plans for the day and for the donkey. There could have been disruption, confusion, and even
frustration in the owner's day. The donkey owner could have easily set up roadblocks to this plan,
and even reasonable ones. Instead, the owner supports logicisatically the Triumphal Entry into
Jeruslam. The second parade in contrast to the Roman Empire entry of Pilate is done on a
borrowed donkey from an unnamed owner who was open to the movement of the Holy Spirit,
even when it was not the plan when awoken in the morning.

This week, Richard Rohr, writer and theologian, shared a devotion about the role of early mystics
and hermits in the life of the church. Rohr wrote: "The desert fathers and mothers withdrew from
cities to the desert to live freely, apart from the economic, cultural, and political structure of the
Roman Empire. The abbas (church fathers) and ammas (church mothers) knew, as should we,
that the empire would be an unreliable partner. They recognized that they had to find inner
freedom from the system before they could return to it with true love, wisdom, and

helpfulness. By solitude, the desert mystics didn’t mean mere privacy or protected space,
although there is a need for that too. The desert mystics saw solitude, in Henri Nouwen’s words,
as “the place of conversion, the place where the old self dies and the new self is born, the place
where the emergence of the new man and the new woman occurs.” [3] Solitude is a courageous
encounter with our naked, most raw and real self, in the presence of pure love. Quite often, this
can happen right in the midst of human relationships and busy lives." (https://cac.org/daily-
meditations/cultivating-inner-freedom/ )

Interuptions can be divine appointments. We do not need to live in the desert, commit ourselves
to silence, or wait until things calm down to hear and listen to God. It is a perspective that allows
us to ask with each interruption: "God, is this of you?" and then be open to the answer. The

May this Holy Week be fertile ground for experimenting with being open to the movement of
God.

SOUP KITCHEN UPDATE - JANUARY 2025

For the last year, we have seen the number of hungry people
increase. Our Soup Kitchen has been feeding hungry people for
decades. We also notice that often, towards the end of the month, the
number of meals served increases. Many people receive their
compensation at the beginning of the month. Stretching into the end of
month with rent, utilities, and unforeseen expenses can be difficult. What
began as a vital way to include our neighbors and affirm their dignity
shifted in pandemic times to a drive-by meal and has returned to a sit-
down, eat-in meal with community connections. Each week, different
groups prepare and serve a meal. From the scouts to local churches,
food pantries, family groups, and friends, plan a meal and serve it on
Sunday from 2pm - 3pm. Sometimes, we can smell Sunday dinner from
the sanctuary as we conclude the 11:00 service. | am so thankful for
each of the groups that serve our neighbors. | am grateful for each one
of our neighbors who has come in. In 2024, we shared over 4,300 meals
with our neighbors.
